In 1779 again there was a problem
with the title to the land for in that
year an act was passed by the
General Assembly stating that John
Fox had bought it at public auction
and shall "hold and enjoy the same
in fee simple”.

After Fox, Botetourt Town was
bought by Phillip Tabb and it stayed
in the Tabb family until 1872 when
John Prosser Tabb sold it to George
Hughes. Mr. Hughes sold off lots

and the village became what it is to-
day.

In 1871 James Duncan and others
promoted the idea of moving the
Court House to Ware House Land-
Ing on Ware House Road, South of
Gloucester Village. It was a very
controversial issue and Major Pey-
ton Nelson Page, CSA, a Glouces-
ter lawyer, drew a cartoon showing
the principals in the controversy;

Lovely Shade Trees Around Home

The largest house in the village of Gloucester, the
W. E. Comr home north of the Court Circle, has had for
several weeks a "for sale” sign displayed on its front lawn.

Mrs, Clarence J. Maxwell, owner and daughter of the
I3te Mr. Com, recalled the other day the happy years she
lived there as a child.

"My father operated a general mercantile business on
the court house circle, where the Ware building now stands,
for many years before his death in 1930. We lived in a
large home down where the Bank of Gloucester Annex is
now, but it bumed in 1893, " she said reminiscing.

"My mother, Santa Maria Jones Corr, made many
changes and supervised construction of this house, " Mrs.
Maxwell continued, “but she never got to live in it. She

. died in February 1894 and we moved in August of that
Same year. I can remember it even though I was a small
child, helping to camry things. I thought I was helping.”

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Builder’s Daughter Is Selling

The three-story house today is surrounded by tall elm
and maple trees, and the frame building has 14 spacious
rooms. There are eight rooms on the first, four on the
second and two on the third floor. Mrs, Maxwell occupies
a four-room apartment on the first floor, and her sister-
in-law, Mrs. Pace Corr, lives in the other aparument on
the first floor.

A school teacher for eight years, she taught the first
year Botetourt High School was built. Her own education
began at a private school tanght by Mrs. Lucy Cary.

“Public school only lasted five months then, " recalled
Mrs, Maxwell, "and Papa thought children need more than
that. You could forget in seven months what you had
leamed in fivel " s

After her marriage, Mrs. Maxwell and her late husband
lived first in Sparrows Point, Maryland, and later moved
to Bethlehem, Pennsylvania, where he was with a steel
company. He died in 1950.

Mr. and Mrs. Maxwell had one daughter, who lives in
New Jersey, and four grandchildren. She recently remmed

from auending the high school graduation of one of her
grandchildren,

When asked about her living arangements when the
house is sold, she commented, “Maybe someone will buy
it for apartments, and I can keep the one I now have. "

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On December 12, 1982, a snow storm created
this scene at the "Old Corr Homeplace" at Gloucester
Court House. On Saturday, December 11, 1982,
the last surviving member of the W. E. Corr family
was buried at Ware Church. Mrs. L. P.Corr was
a daughter-in-law of Mr. Corr and lived in this
home for all her married life. W. E. Corr established
a mercantile business at Gloucester in 1882. Later,
his son, W. E. Corr, Jr., owned the company, where
the Ware Building is now located.Before this residence
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was completed around the turn of this Century,
the Corr family lived in a dwelling where the
United Bank of Gloucester Annex is now located.
It was formerly an old tavern, believed to have
been built by Edmund Gwynn around 1680's. It burned
shortly before the new home was completed. W.
E. Corr and two sisters were born there. Mr. L.
P. Corr was born in this home July 7, 1892.

DATING not later than 1690, Ware Church
in Gloucester County belongs to a parish
which goes back to the middle of the seven-
teenth century. It is a neighbor of Abingdon
Church, some eight miles away, and like
Abingdon, stands not far off the Indian Road
or Warpath. It is a rectangular building
cighty feet long and half as wide and is built
of brick, showing the typical pattern of glazed
headers and having walls three feet thick. The
roof of the usual steep pitch, with simple brick
gables at the east and west ends, had itsshingles
changed for slate a quarter of a century ago,
and in the vandar fifties impassioned modern-
izers removed the tall pulpit from the side
wall, the square pews, and the flagstones from
the aisles. In the same spirit the chancel floor
was built out to cover the tombstones let into
the pavement in front of the altar and bearing
the names of early worthies of the parish.
Under what had been in Colonial times the ser-
vants’ gallery—over the west door—was built
a vestibule. %

This is set down as a fair'sample of the sort
of “improvement” which so many of these old
churches suffered in the nineteenth century,
after having endured all the arrows of outra-
geous fortune in the eighteenth century’s full
quiver. Theecighteenth century, however, was
a century of taste; the nineteenth was one of
convention. It was ruled by standard fashion
imposed and slavishly followed at whatever
cost to “old fashions”. In this case what suf-

— =

fered was a seventeenth century monument of
some dignity.

Fortunately the strong walls of the church
have survived, and as to the exterior the
Colonial effect is reasonably well maintained.
Besides three doors, one in the west front and
one on each side, north and south, Ware
Church has a dozen tall windows with circular
arched window heads. T'wo of these windows
are in the east end, over the chancel. The side
doors have the usual rubbed brick framing.
But instead of being set in the middle, like
the single door at Pohick, they are placed
near the east end,an arrangement which allows
a cross-aisle close to the chancel and leaves a
place for the tall pulpit in the middle of the
side wall.

About the old church and its churchyard
shaded with tall trees isa well-weathered brick
wall, which, from the manner in which it is
built, might be nearly as old as the church—a
wall, say of the same vintage as that which was
built about Bruton Church. When that wall
was first put up the builder was accused by
Bruton’s vestry of setting up a fragile thing.
It was nearly two hundred years ago and the
wall still stands. The families which sup-
ported Ware Church were much the same as
those which supported Abingdon and the same
parson often served both churches. In Glou-
cester County also was Petsworth Church, a
very fine old church which has utterly dis-

appeared since Bishop Meade saw it in ruins.

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SOME HISTORICAL NOTES

Circa 1650 - Parish established.

Circa 1660 - First Church building erected on what is now Glen Roy
Plantation. The site of this building has been recently given to the

Parish.

1655-1672 - The Reverend Alexander Moray (Murray), rector. Mr.
Moray was a Scotsman. Chaplain to Charles II, nominated by him
to be Bishop of the Colony of Virginia in 1672. Burial place un-

known.

1679- 1723 - James Clack, rector. Bom in parish of Marden, County
of Wilts, England. Buried out of doors at chancel end.

1680 - Petition to Colonial Court for new church. Present church
built during Mr. Clack’s rectorate, circa 1690.

Several persons buried beneath chancel including two rectors:
John Richards, rector 1723-35; John Fox, rector 1737-64.

Petsworth Parish communion silver, two patens and chalices made
in London in 1675, turned over to Ware Parish during second decade
of 19th Century. This silver was originally given to Petsworth by
Augustine Wamer, great-grandfather of George Washington. Pets-
worth Parish went out of existence in 1793.

Ware Church is the only rectangular Colonial Church in Virginia
with South and Nor th doorways. There 1s some old woodwork. The
walls of Ware Church are three feet thick and the foundation five
feet. In the church yard there are many ancient tombstones moved
from the plantations.

Of the Church, George Carrington Mason wrote, ““No finer example
