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Historic District Inventory Examples for National Register Nominations
A National Register nomination for a historic district must include an inventory of all the contributing and non-contributing resources within the historic boundaries. The National Park Service (NPS) and Virginia Department of Historic Resources (DHR) accept two formats for inventories. The first format creates a basic inventory entry that includes a property’s address, DHR number, primary resources and its number of stories, style, and construction date. Any secondary resources also should be included in the entry. The second format includes this information as well as a narrative description of the resource. Examples of each format are below.
Automatically Generated Inventories

The Virginia Cultural Resource Information System (V-CRIS) is the preferred method for generating historic district inventories. Users can create an automatically generated report after completing entry of architectural survey data for a historic district.* 

*Please note that completion of data entry is required before a historic district nomination can be presented to Virginia’s State Review Board and Board of Historic Resources.

Manually Generated Inventory
DHR accepts manually generated inventories in historic district nominations, although nomination authors should be aware that creating this can be a more labor intensive process than using an automatically generated inventory report from V-CRIS.* The manual inventory can be in basic format or include a narrative description, as long as it contains the same essential information provided in the V-CRIS-generated inventory. 
*Please note that even if a manually generated inventory is used, completion of data entry in V-CRIS still is required before a historic district nomination can be presented to Virginia’s State Review Board and Board of Historic Resources.

‘The Little Chef’ model diner is a one-story, prefabricated steel building with striped painted exterior; single-door entry; sliding-glass windows; an order window with cantilevered counter; flat roof with a boxed eave; a slanted vertical pylon projecting from the center of the roof and façade; and shed-roof and concrete-block additions on the side and rear elevations.
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
